BACKGROUND

Since 1991, Triangle Speakers has organized a speaker bureau in Santa Cruz County to educate the community regarding the Gay, Lesbian, Bisexual and Transgender (GBLT) community of Santa Cruz County. Numerous schools and organizations across the county have requested panels of trained speakers to share their personal experience as a lesbian, gay man, bisexual, transgender person, or family member of a GLBT person. The panels are predicated upon the knowledge that the more a person comes in close personal contact with members of an unfamiliar group, the less likely one is to be prejudiced against that group. Case in point, the speaker panels have successfully assisted in dispelling myths and negative stereotypes of the GLBT community. Triangle Speakers is pursuing an educational goal to ensure that all youth, school personnel, and community members are sensitized to the issues faced by youth who are gay, lesbian, bisexual, and transgender or who are questioning their sexual orientation. A second and related goal is to decrease violence by creating a healthy, safe and supportive environment for GBLT persons so they feel affirmation and support instead of isolation and despair. 

PURPOSE

In 2001, Triangle Speakers recognized the need for outreach within the Latino/a GLBT community—both in terms of providing services to the Latino/a community and in recruiting volunteer speakers.  In order to implement culturally appropriate programming and services to the Latino/a GBLT community, Triangle Speakers conducted a bilingual needs assessment from September 2002 through June 2003.  

METHOD

Apparatus

Triangle Speakers sought to create a survey that would take into account the diversity of the Latino/a GLBT community. For example, there was an effort made to include monolingual Spanish speaking members of the community whose voices are often not heard within the mainstream GLBT culture. The survey consisted of 25 multiple choice questions (e.g., “Does your family know about your sexual orientation?”) and 4 open-ended questions (e.g., “What type of assistance do you need to ensure your well-being as a GLBT person?”).  Both Spanish and English language surveys were available to respondents at all times.  Special attention was paid to translation issues, ensuring that the translation of the survey questions was culturally appropriate.  

Data collection 

Trained staff and volunteers personally collected surveys at county-supported GLBT group sites (e.g., Horizontes, Arcoiris, Gay and Proud (GAP), Watsonville High School Gay Straight Alliance), community agencies (e.g., UCSC GLBT Center, Casa Bienestar, The Diversity Center), established community events (e.g., Queer Youth Leadership Awards 2003, Santa Cruz Pride 2003), and well-recognized social spaces (e.g., Franco´s Norma Jean, Dakota Club). Additionally, surveys were administered via house visits with self-identified GLBT Latinos/as who were not affiliated with any official GLBT agencies or groups.  A total of 100 surveys were collected thanks to the concerted efforts of the survey team.  

RESULTS

Quantitative data


Initial analysis. The following statistics were conducted on each of the open-ended questions, revealing the total number of times respondents marked each multiple-choice answer. For some questions the respondents were instructed to mark only one answer (i.e., “Where do you live”),  while for other questions the respondents were instructed to “check all that apply”  (i.e., “Where do you feel comfortable being ‘out’?).  While an entire description of the results from the multiple-choice questions is available in Appendix C, some of the findings are notable. For example, 70% of the respondents are bilingual or speak what is commonly known as Spanglish (a combination of Spanish and English) while 16% speak only Spanish and 9% speak only English. Half of the respondents claimed that they have been harassed; 12% claimed that they have been somewhat harassed. The harassment was most often verbal (41 respondents), attributed to both sexual orientation (response checked by 32 respondents) and ethnicity (response checked by 36 respondents), and was  most often experienced in a public place (response checked by 40 respondents), school (21 respondents), or work (17 respondents).  Most respondents (79%) claimed that it is important to have GLBT visibility within the community, and almost all of the participants (91%) feel it is important for them to know other GLBT people in the community. Most of the respondents (62%) claimed to have experienced some level of difficulty as a GLBT person in Santa Cruz County, citing a need for more GLBT social activities (response checked by 62 respondents) and educational events (response checked by 56 respondents). 


Secondary analysis. Analyses were conducted on numerous questions according to the age, city of residence, and identity of the respondents (see Appendix D for a full description). While most members of the Santa Cruz Latino/a GLBT community appear to share similar experiences, there are some notable differences. While 57% of all gay males and 74% of all lesbians claimed to be “out” at work, only 33% of all bisexuals are “out” in the workplace. While it appears that most of the lesbians (79%) are “out” to their families, less than half of all gay males (40%) and bisexuals (21%) are “out” to their families. Additionally, most of the respondents 40 years of age and older (73%) have disclosed their sexual orientation to their families, compared to only 46% of those between the ages of 26-39 and 43% of those 25 years of age and under. 

Qualitative data


The open-ended responses given by survey participants were recorded and coded for recurring themes by two qualitative coders (see Appendix E for a full description of the responses). In response to the question, “What type of assistance do you need to ensure your well-being as a GLBT person?” many respondents cited safe spaces (e.g., “end to discrimination on the job in public schools”) and mental health or health services (e.g., “grupos de apoyo” [support groups]; free HIV/AID/STD testing and workshops). In order to make their coming out experience easier, many respondents cited a need for support (e.g., “peer groups, counseling”) and community education/activism (e.g., “having school pay attention to racism and classism that differentiates whites vs. Latinos coming out”). In addition, respondents cited a need for more Latino/a focused groups and support groups (e.g., “no hay suficientes grupos latinos de GLBT en esta área y los que hay son limitados par la gente o económicamente” [There aren’t enough GLBT Latino groups and the ones that do exist are limited to people or limited economically]).  

CONCLUSION AND RECOMMEDNATION

The results of the survey are especially significant given that a needs assessment has never been conducted in the Latino/a GLBT community of Santa Cruz County.  We trust that the information gathered in this survey will help community organizations to provide culturally significant social events and activities for this underserved community. Service providers in Santa Cruz County should take note that while 70% of the respondents speak a combination of Spanish and English, 16% of respondents are monolingual Spanish-speaking. What are the implications of such a finding? When written materials are provided to the GLBT community in English only, there are many GLBT Latino/as who will be unable to access these materials and subsequent resources. Community agencies should also pay close attention to the fact that GLBT Latino/as have distinct experiences from other GBLT persons and other Latino/as. The experience of possessing multiple stigmatized identities makes GLBT Latino/as susceptible to harassment based on both sexual orientation and ethnicity. GLBT Latino/as are aware of their distinctive experiences within society and often articulate the need for service agencies to provide culturally appropriate services. As one of the respondents stated, “It is important to understand cultural differences within the Latin American GLBT community in order to help us. Regular methods of interpretation must be adapted to Latinos in order for the help to be at least somewhat effective.”
